Subject: - Directions/Advisories for the safety of school children going by School buses.

In pursuance to Director of Transport, HP Shimla-4 letter No. 13-(1)/488(9)

Accident Corresp./06/VII-VL-19076, dated 28-06-2024 on the subject cited above.

In this regard, it is intimated that Supreme Court Committee on Road Safety

(SCCoRS) is regularly issuing the directions and taking feedback on the safety and security of school

children. SCCoRS is giving directions with respect to the checking of school buses/ vehicles used for

carrying school children for ensuring that they are in compliant with the directions/instructions contained in

Govt. of HP Notification dated 12-10-2018 (Copy enclosed) for the safety of students.

In view of above, you are directed to issue following directions to all the

Educational Institutions (Govt. & Pvt.) in your respective district where the school buses /vehicles are used

for ferrying the school children:-

L.
2.

That the driver of the bus should have 5 years’ experience of driving heavy vehicle

That in addition to the driver, there will also be a conductor in the school bus who should have a
valid licence and prescribed qualification under the provision of Rule22(3) of the Himachal
Pradesh Motor Vehicle Rules, 1999.

That the school buses/vehicles used for ferrying school children should have proper door lock
and door latches. The door locks and latches should be in the working conditions. It should be
ensured that once a child has boarded the bus the doors are properly closed and locked from
inside for the safety of the children traveling in the bus.

That the boarding and deboarding should be done inside the school campus in the morning. In
the evening, the deboarding should take place at proper wide place and not on the congested
busy road sides, so that the children are deboarded safely from the moving traffic.

That the buses/ vehicles used for ferrying children should be fitted with window grills/ lattice.
That the school management/ vehicle owners will ensure fitting of temper proof speed governors
with maximum speed limit of 40 KM per hours in buses/motor cabs/Maxi cabs/private buses

used for carrying school children.

7. That the age of driver of the school buses should not be more than 60 years.

8.  That it shall mandatory to fit GPS in school bus/vehicle. The school management and the owners
must ensure that this system is functioning smoothly and its records are regularly checked if
required.

9. That if the age of the student is less that 12 years, then the number of students in the vehicle/bus
will not exceed (one and a half) times the prescribed capacity of the vehicle. Student over 12
years, of age will be considered as a person.

10.  That the school bus/ vehicle should be stationary during boarding and deboarding of the children.

11. That the school bus/ vehicle seats should be in line with standards for student safety. ,

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by cluse
(xxxili} of sub-section (2] of section 96 read with section 212 of Motor Vehicles Act,
1988 (Central Act No. 59 of 1988), the Governor of Himachal Pradesh is pleased to
miake the following rales further to amend the Himachal Pradesh Motor Yehicie Rules,
1999 notified vide this Department Notification No.5-14/88-TPT-111 Daved 127 Juiy,
1999 published in the Rajpatra (e-Gazette), Hamachal Pradesh on 270 July, 1999
namely:-

1. Short tite.-  These rules may be called the Himachal Pradesh Motor Vebicles
{First  Amendment) Rules, 2038,

2. Insertion of (13 the Himachal Pradesh Motor Vehicles Rules, 1999 after vule 73

Rule 73-A.- the following shall be inserted namely:

“73-A. Conditions that may be inscribed in the permit relating to
Buses/vehicles  owned  or  attached  with - School/Educational
Institutions.

A Regional Transport Authority may inscribe in the permit belonging to
the School buses/vehicles owned or attached with  a
School/Educational lnstitution, the following conditions in addition te
those as specified in sub-section (2] of section 72,73,74.76 as the case
may he namely:

(1) fransport related schoolsafety Conditions

The general and class-wise guidelines for the above three categories of

vehicles and whenevergthe school management operates, contracts and uses

any bus, they shali strictly adhere to these conditions: -

A Generat conditions applicable to all categorie

i) The buses self-operated by the school and buses arranged on the basis of whole-
time contract shall be painted in dark vellow colour and the name of the school
shall be written clearly on both s;ld;us so that it can be casily identified. “School
Bus” shall be written in the size of 400mm x 300mm on the back and front of the
vehicle. 1fit is a leased bus/vehicle, then “On School Duty” shall be clearly written
on it. There should be a first,aid box and drinking water in the school
bus/vehicle.

>

i1} Details of the driver {(name, photo, license number and telephone number) shall
be displayed inside the bus and the name of the school or name ot the owner of
the bus, Child Helpline No. 1098, important emergency numbers (Police,
Hospital}) and vehicle registration number will be displayed in fluorescent
colours at prominent places outside the bus. This information should be clearly
visible to all passengers of the bus and people so that the school
management/police or other officers can he informed when required.

iii) If the age of the students is less than 12 years then the number of students in the
vehicle/bus will not exceed 1Yz titmes the prescribed capacity of the vehide.
Student over 12 vears of age wiil be considered as a person.

iv}) School bus/vehicle seats should be in line with standards for students safety.

v There should be sufficient lighting in the school bus /vehicle and there should
be no curtain and any type of film on glasses, so that the inside activities will be
clearly visible from the outside. Apart from this, the bus/vehicle will not have
any kind of music device.

vi} Under any circumstances, no unauthorized person shall be allowed to sit in the
bus/vehicle, nor will it be allowed to place any objectionable materials like gas
eylinders, kerosene, acids, Hguor ete.

vii) School bus/vehicle must be stationary during boarding and deboarding of the
chifdren.

viil) In bus/vehicle, passenger and vehicle should have valid insurance under
provisions contained in the Motor Vehicles Act, 1048,

ix) The School bus/vehicle shall be repaired/inspected at regular and fixed
intervals  and it will be mandatory to get a fitness certificate under the
provisions of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988,

x) Route and stoppage of cach school bus/ve vicle will be required to be approved by
Regional Transport Authority or School Managemont and it will be necessary Lo
give information in this regard to the Transport Department  and focal
administration. B

xi) Vehicles providing transportation facilities to schools will not be more than 15

vears old.



xii}  ltshall be ma ndatory to install Global Positionuing System [GPS)in each school
bus/vehicle, The s%c!mm management and vehicle owner must ensure that this
system is funcuioning smoothly at all times and its record is regularly checked and
available, il required.

xiii}  Thedriver of the school bus/vehicie should have a valid driving licensc

xiv) Thedrivers age should not be more than 60 years.

xv) The physical fitness of th(};\hus/vchicie driver, including eye examination, should
be done every year and she school management will provide the health card to
the driver. School managenient will also cnsure that the driver hag been igsued

fitness certificate by the competent authority according to safety standards
under the Motor Vehicleg Act, 1988.

xvi) Any school management, if found violating the provisions of the Motor Vehicles
Act, 1988 or the rules made there under and the directions issued by the State”
Covernment or Hon'ble Court, will be punished as per the rules.

xvii) While driving, the use af mobite phone by the school bus/vehicle driver will be
strictly prohibited. '

xviii} School Management/Vehicle Qwner will ensure fitting of tamper-proof Speed

Governors in buses/ vehicles with maximum speed limit of 40 KM per hour.

xix) [For the convenience of divyangs/students, necessary and  appropriate
provisions will be mz.mduk,ory in vehicles/buses as per the rules.

xx) It will be ensured that school bus should have two IS standard fire
extinguishers of 5 Kg capacity installed in the bus, of which one should be
placed in the driver's cabin and the other should be placed near the emergency

w exit gate. Drivers, conductor and female guard /attendant shoudd be trained to

: operate firefighting equipment. School management will also ensure regular
mspection of them so that they are in working condition at all times. Apart
from this, it will be mandatory to have a fire extinguisher in the motor/maxi
Cab and it will be kept in working condition at all times.
